On 27 

January 2019, at the conclusion of World Youth Day in Panama City, it was announced that Pope Francis' choice for the next 

edition of WYD was Lisbon. WYD Lisbon 2023 will take place from 1 to 6 August 2023, with the theme "Mary arose and went 

with haste” – Lk 1, 39.
